Affidavit on public or private social

 Time to obtain is two 
weeks. 

 
In person, you must show valid 
state-issued ID with current 
address 
 
Requirements vary in other 
states.  Refer to the 
Department of Vital Records in 
that state.  Many states 
request a copy of a state-
issued photo ID or passport, 
but it might not be required.  
Time to receive birth 
certificates—up to 6 months.  
Costs vary. 
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
